The organ partbook was printed a year later. The title page is the same but for addition of LIBRO PRIMO under

the composer's credentials, a rule separating the name of the publishing house and the date, and the date being given
in Roman numerals rather than digits. The organ partbook is marked A, and does not provide music for polyphonic
items in 5, 6, and 7 voices.

Editorial method:

Original partnames, time signatures and note durations have been retained. Pitch has been lowered by a perfect fourth
in deference to the chiavi alti. Clefs have been modernised, with originals appearing in prefatory staves. The overall
range of each underlaid part is given in black stemless notes before the initial time signature, according to which the
music has been barred. Editorial accidentals appear above the stave.

Text and translation: Original spelling has been retained but standardised. Ditto marks in the source underlay have
been expanded using italics.
